· Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 

· First order of business was a presentation by Rick LaSalle from Beach Soccer Jam.    This would be their second tournament to be held on April 25 on Fiesta Island.   There will be a Fun Zone, a professional division, Brazilian dancers, etc.  The format is 5 v 5 with 6-10 per team, no offside, goalkeepers are included.  There is an incentive program for regions: if a region sends 8 teams they get l free team entry; if they send 10 teams they get $500 and if they send 15 teams they get l free entry, $500 and a catered lunch. · There were two corrections to last month’s minutes: John Ouelette will be teaching the coaching course in San Marcos and the spelling of Paul Van Es’ name.  (since I do not have a copy of those minutes I cannot double check this information)
· Congratulations to the GU14 and BU14 teams from North Park.  GU14 were the Section champions and BU14 were the finalist but were the wild card team and both will represent Area R at the California State Championship Games in Bakersfield.
· Congratulations to Mark Bol who has been appointed to the AYSO Extended Play Task Force.

· Congratulations to Area R for receiving the Silver Award and to LaCosta and Tierrasanta who both earned Honorable Mention.  Reminder that Regional Assessments are due by 8-1-10.

· The California State Championship Games along with Section Play Offs next year will be held in Garden Grove.  Section play offs for league will be held the weekend of February 12, all stars will be held the weekend of February 19 and the California State Championship Games the weekend of March 5.
· Section Directors will be discussing strategies concerning players leaving AYSO. Section 11 was down last year by approximately 13%.   Kearny Mesa was down by a small percentage but all other regions reported even or an increase.

· Herbalife will be cutting 2/3rds of their sponsorship to AYSO from last year because AYSO missed their target participation with Herbalife by 8%.  This has greatly affected the National budget along with the plans for possibly moving the NSTC to Bakersfield.  Regions are facing a player increase between $1.00-$5.00 and probably between $2.00-$3.00.
· Rick Davis has resigned as Executive Director, effective May 11, 2010 and Tom Tobin has been named Interim Executive Director, effective immediately.

· The first Section 11 Road Show has 80 people signed up to date.  Sallie is hoping/expecting around 100 participants.  U6-U8 coach course will run from 8:00-10:30 with a cost of $10 and the U10-U12 coaching course will run from 8:00-11:30 with a cost of $25.  It will be held at Grossmont High School with a vendor area in the gym which will include Herbalife.
